The
Lord tells us, “If anyone wishes to come after me, he must
deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me”
(Luke 9:23). For the next twenty-two weeks we are called
to take up the cross and, with Saint Luke as our guide,
follow in the footsteps of Christ.
